Installation Requirements

This section explains the required environment
and space for machine installation.

Installation Environment

Your machine must be installed in the following
environment:

Temperature: 10°C~32°C
Humidity: 20%~80% RH (relative
humidity)

Maximum wet bulb
temperature: 25°C

e Be careful of condensation. It may cause a malfunction.

e If installing your machine where the relative humidity of
the surrounding air is less than 30%, use a humidifier or
antistatic mat.

Wireless LAN Environment

(MB451w, MB471w only)

This product connects wirelessly to a wireless
access point, and can then be used on the
network.
