PAPER RECOMMENDATIONS

Your MFP will handle a variety of print media, including a range
of paper weights and sizes, transparencies and envelopes. This
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section provides general advice on choice of media, and explains
how to use each type.

The best performance will be obtained when using standard 20
~24 |b. (75~90g/m?2) paper designed for use in copiers and laser
printers. A suitable types are

> Hammermill® Laser Printer Radiant White, 24 Ib. US Bond
(90 g/m*)

> Xerox® 4024, 20 Ib. US Bond 20 Ib. (75 g/m?)

> Oki® 52206101 Bright White Proofing Paper, 32 |b. US
Bond (120 g/m?)

Use of heavily embossed or very rough textured paper is not
recommended.

Pre-printed stationery can be used, but the ink must not offset
when exposed to the high fuser temperatures used in the printing
process.

Envelopes should be free from twist, curl or other deformations.
They should also be of the rectangular flap type, with glue that
remains intact when subjected to hot roll pressure fusing used in
this type of MFP. Window envelopes are not suitable.

Transparencies should be of the type designed for use in copiers
and laser printers. We strongly recommend Oki transparencies
(Order No. 52205701). In particular, avoid office transparencies
designed for use by hand with marker pens. These will melt in the
fuser and cause damage.

Labels should also be of the type recommended for use in copiers
and laser printers, in which the base carrier page is entirely
covered by labels. Other types of label stock may damage the
printer due to the labels peeling off during the printing process.

MULTI PURPOSE TRAY

The multi purpose tray can handle the same media sizes as the
cassette trays but in weights of 20 - 54 |b (75g/m2 to 203g/m?2).
For very heavy paper stock, use the face up (rear) paper stacker.
This ensures that the paper path through the MFP is almost
straight.
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The multi purpose tray can feed paper widths as small as 4.1339
inches (105mm) and lengths up to 47.244 inches (1200mm)
(banner printing).

For paper lengths exceeding 14 inches (356mm) (Legal 14in.)
use paper stock between 24 Ib and 34 |b. (90g/m2 and 128g/m?2)
and the face up (rear) paper stacker.

Use the multi purpose tray for printing on envelopes and
transparencies. Up to 50 sheets of transparencies or 10
envelopes can be loaded at one time, subject to a maximum
stacking depth of 0.3937 inches (10mm).

Watermarked or headed paper should be loaded print side up and
top edge into the MFP.

FACE DOWN STACKER

The face down stacker on the top of the MFP can hold up to 250
sheets of 20 Ib (80g/m?2) standard paper and can handle paper
stocks up to 32 Ib. (120g/m?2). Pages printed in reading order
(page 1 first) will be sorted in reading order (last page on top,
facing down).

FACE UP STACKER

Always use this stacker and the multi purpose feeder for paper
stocks heavier than 32 |b. (120g/m?2).
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LOADING PAPER

CASSETTE TRAY
1. Remove the paper tray from the MFP.

2. Fan the paper to be loaded at the edges (1) and in the
middle (2) to ensure that all sheets are properly
separated, then tap the edges of the stack on a flat
surface to make it flush again (3).
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3. Load the paper (for letter headed paper load face down
with top edge towards the front of the MFP).

4. Adjust the rear stopper (1) and paper guides (2) to the
size of paper being used.

To prevent paper jams:

> Do not leave space between the paper and the guides
and rear stopper.

> Do not overfill the paper tray. Capacity depends on the
type of paper stock.

> Do not load damaged paper.

> Do not load paper of different sizes or types at the
same time.

> Do not pull the paper tray out during printing.
> Close the paper tray gently.
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Do not open or close the rear paper exit while printing
as it may result in a paper jam.

For face down printing, make sure the face up (rear)
stacker (3) is closed (the paper exits from the top of the
MFP). Stacking capacity is approximately 250 sheets,
depending on paper weight.

For face up printing, make sure the face up (rear)
stacker (3) is open and the paper support (4) is extended.
Paper is stacked in reverse order and tray capacity is
approximately 100 sheets, depending on paper weight.

Always use the face up (rear) stacker for heavy paper
(card stock, etc.).
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MULTI PURPOSE TRAY

1. Open the multi purpose tray and press gently down on the
paper platform (1) to ensure it is latched down.

2. Load the paper and adjust the paper guides (2) to the size
of paper being used.

> When printing on headed paper load the paper into the
multi purpose tray with pre-printed side up and top
edge into the MFP.

> Envelopes should be loaded face up with top edge to
the left and short edge into the MFP.

DHCP server: With DHCP (Dynamic Host Configuration
Protocol), a host can automatically be given a unique IP
address each time it connects to a network-making IP
address management an easier task for network
administrators. If the DHCP server is available from your
network, you do not need to enter TCP/IP, subnet mask,
gateway, and DNS information. Instead, this information
will be automatically given for the MFP.

IP Address: An IP (Internet Protocol) address uniquely
identifies a host connection to an IP network. System
administrator or network designer assigns the IP
address. The IP address consists of two parts, one
identifying the network and the one identifying your
node.

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INTERNET COMMUNICATION FEATURES

Scan to e-mail

The MFP allows you to deliver your scanned document to
e-mail addresses on the network. The document is first

scanned and converted to a standard PDF, JPEG, TIFF, or
MTIF (Multi-page TIFF) file format and then transmitted to
remote recipients simultaneously as an e-mail attachment.

When you send an e-mail to someone using this MFP it
uses Simple Mail Transfer Protocol (SMTP) to transfer your
outgoing e-mails to your SMTP mail server, and then send
these e-mails to your recipients through the internet.

Scan to FTP

Via the intranet with FTP (File Transfer Protocol), HTTP
(Hypertext Transfer Protocol), or CIFS (Common Internet
File System). The MFP allows you to save scanned
documents directly to a designated server or a personal
computer on the network in a standard PDF, JPEG, TIFF, or
MTIFF file format.

CIFS is the sharing system of Microsoft Windows. What is
unique about this filing function is that it allows all
corporate users to share one machine to send documents
to each file folder on a designated server or individual
computer.

The following settings or destinations must be defined by the
system administrator before the MFP can be used to distribute
any scanned document(s) on the network.

>

Network and E-mail parameters: Defines the parameters
for TCP/IP, SMTP, and POP3 protocols to send your
scanned document to e-mail addresses.

Filing destinations: Defines the protocols and destinations
to send your scanned document to FTP servers, web, or
any personal computers on the network.
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For more information on filing protocols refer to
“Explanation of filing protocols” on page 59.

NOTE

If the system administrator has chosen DHCP, then the
IP address of TCP/IP, gateway, subnet mask, and DNS
server will be automatically given.

When installing the MFP for the first time, it is
recommended that the Administrator retain the default
system settings. The settings can be customized at a
later date, once you are familiar with the operation and
functionality.

CONFIGURATION

EXPLANATION OF FILING PROTOCOLS

FTP

FTP stands for “File Transfer Protocol.” It is a common method of
transferring files via the Internet from one computer to another.
FTP use RFC 959[FTP] as their protocol. Therefore, ensure you
have a legal FTP account with the privilege of writing under the
directory to save the files and password before using FTP to save
documents. To add a sub-directory from the MFP, you need to
have the privilege of adding a new directory.

HTTP

HTTP use RFC 2616[HTTP 1.1] as their protocol, and the default
Port is usually 80. If you are not using the HTTP port to save files,
you must change the MFP HTTP Port to the port for the Web
Server.

Generally speaking, a Hyper Text Transfer Protocol (HTTP) Web
Server will use an anonymous account for authentication, so that
the user can link directly to the web page without entering the
user name and password first. Therefore, if the HTTP Server does
use an anonymous account for authentication when you use this
MFP to save files, there is no need for setting any text in the field
of Login name and Password for the MFP.
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On the other hand, if the HTTP server does not allow an
anonymous account for authentication of connection to the web
page, the user will be prompted to enter a user name and
password first when connecting to the web site. In this mode, the
file saving feature is available only when entering the user name
and password permitted by the server in the Login name and
Password field for the MFP.

Therefore, make sure of the mode that your Web Server allows
before using HTTP for file saving. If anonymous access mode is
not allowed, you must have a legal HTTP account and password.

Since this MFP will check whether the directory for file saving
really exists before proceeding to file saving and writing after
scanning to the specified directory, you have to set the directory
for files saving as “browse” and allow for writing in the Web
Server; otherwise the MFP will not be able to write the file into
the directory.

If you wish to use the MFP to save files, in addition to making
some settings in Web Server, you will have to confirm that the
account has writing privilege for connecting to the Web Server. If
not, the MFP will not be able to “write” the scanned file in the file
system.
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Setting IIS anonymous access:

1.

Start Internet service manager in “Control Panel”.

Select Default Web site and right click
C:\Inetpub\wwwroot\X cabinet.

Select Properties.

In the X cabinet dialog box, select the Directory security
tab, and click Edit for "Anonymous Access and
Authentication Control". Make sure " Anonymous Access"
is selected in the "Authentication Methods" dialog box.

Click Edit to open “Account for anonymous access”.

NOTE

Make sure that the account stored in your computer system,
in the “username” file, has sufficient privilege to access the
file system.
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Setting IIS privileged access:

1. As in “Setting IIS anonymous access”, start “Internet
service manager” and select Default Web site. Right click
C:\Inetpub\wwwroot\X cabinet, and select Properties.

2. Select the Directory tab on the Properties page. Ensure
the privileges for “Read”, “Write” and “Directory Browsing”
are selected.

NOTE

If the file management system on your server is NTFS, in
order to allow IIS to use an anonymous account to access the
files in the directory of C:\Inetpub\wwwroot\X cabinet\Files,
you have to make sure the anonymous account has the
correct privileges. You should make the following settings:

1. Select C:\Inetpub\wwwroot\X cabinet\Files directory in
Windows Explorer, and right click to select Properties.

2. Select the Security tab in the File dialog box, and then
Everyone.

3. Select the privileges for Read and Execute, Folder
Properties List, Read and Write.

After that every user has the privilege to manage all files in the
directory for saving files.

NOTE

1. For security of the scanned files, "Everyone” should not
be allowed to have full privileges of the file directory.
Therefore, when setting the access privilege for your file
system, it is recommended that you set the privilege of
the directory for saving files to IIS anonymous account,
or users and groups that can use that directory only.

2. Please note that HTTP cannot add a server sub-directory
from this MFP.

When using Apache as HTTP server, according to their
documentation, it must have SCRIPT to run the HTTP PUT
method. Although the document is attached with a Perl example,
you will need to modify it before applying it, since this MFP uses
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Transfer-encoding of Chunked. In addition, the Apache will have
to be set to accept this MFP. For more information refer to the
relevant Apache documentation.

CIFs

CIFS (Windows Network Share) is a file saving protocol generally
used for “resource sharing” of a network in Microsoft Windows
systems. Set up the “shared directory” as per the network
settings for sharing in MS Windows. Under the User level mode
of Windows 2000, use the account and password with the
privilege of “write” as the login name and Password for the MFP
folder.
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SETTING THE FAX FACILITY
INITIAL SET UP

The following parameters must be set before using the fax
function on your MFP:

> Date and time
> Country code
> Station ID and number

There are other parameters that can be adjusted to suit your
personal preferences later if required, refer to fax set up table for
details (See “Fax settings” on page 41.).

To set fax parameters:

1. Press the Menu button to prompt the menu settings
screen.

2. Using the UP arrow key, navigate to Management and
press OK.

3. When prompted, enter the password and press OK.

Press OK to select Date/Time.

Enter today’s date and the correct time, then press OK to
confirm.

6. Using the UP arrow key, navigate to Country Code and
press OK.

7. Select the country in which the MFP is situated and press
OK.

8. Press Return to go back to the main menu settings
screen.

9. Using the UP arrow key, navigate to Fax Settings and
press OK.

10. Using the UP arrow key, navigate to Setup Fax and press
OK.

11. Press OK to select Station ID.
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12. Enter the ID number and telephone number, then press
OK to confirm.

13. Press Return to update selections and exit the menu.

NOTE

If connecting the machine through a private branch exchange
(PBX) line, you must also specify a dial prefix to allow the
machine to obtain an external line before dialling. Refer to
"Connecting to a PBX” on page 68.

ADVANCED SET UP

Your machine offers a multitude of features which reduce the
time required for manual operation and make fax
communications more efficient.

Adding a speed dial entry to the phone book

The machine can hold up to 200 numbers in the phone book, the
first 10 numbers will be assigned as “one-touch” speed dial
entries. To add a new speed dial nhumber to the phone book:

1. Press the Menu button on the control panel.

2. Using the UP arrow key, navigate to Fax Settings and
press OK.

3. Press OK to select Phone Book.
Press OK to select Edit Speed Dial!, then press OK.

5. Using the UP/DOWN arrow keys, navigate to the desired
speed dial entry location (index number), then press OK.

6. Press OK, enter the name of the fax recipient using the
alpha/numeric keypad, and press OK.

7. Using the DOWN arrow key, navigate to the number field
then press OK.
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Enter the new destination fax number and press OK.

NOTE
1. The maximum length of name is 32 characters.
The maximum length of number is 32 digits.

2. If the destination fax number has an “extension number”,
press the Pause button to input a "-” between numbers.
The machine will insert a one second pause when
dialling.

Adding a group dial entry to the phone book

The machine can hold up to 20 group dial settings, each group
can have up to 50 entries. To add a new group dial number to the
phone book:

Press the Menu button on the control panel.

2. Using the UP arrow key, navigate to Fax Settings and
press OK.

3. Press OK to select Phone Book.
Using the DOWN arrow key, navigate to Edit Group Dial!
then press OK.

5. Using the UP/DOWN arrow keys, navigate to the desired
group dial entry location (index number), then press OK.

6. Press OK, enter the new group name using the alpha/
numeric keypad, and press OK.
NOTE
The maximum length of name is 32 characters.

7. If multiple numbers are required, repeat step 6 to add

other entries to the group.

Each group can have a maximum of 50 entries.
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Deleting a speed dial entry from the phone book

To delete a speed dial number from the phone book:

Using the DOWN arrow key, navigate to Delete Speed
Dial! then press OK.

Using the UP/DOWN arrows keys, scroll through the
speed dial entries and press OK to select the required fax
number.

This can be repeated if multiple deletions are required. The
selected row(s) will be marked with an “*”,

Press Return to finish selecting and return to the previous
screen. The LCD display will confirm the quantity of fax
numbers selected.

Press OK to confirm deletion, or press Stop to cancel the
deletions.

Deleting a group dial entry from the phone book

To delete a group dial entry from the phone book:

1.

Press the Menu button on the control panel.

Using the UP arrow key, navigate to Fax Settings and
press OK.

Press OK to select Phone Book.

Using the DOWN arrow key, navigate to Delete Group
Dial! then press OK.

Using the UP/DOWN arrows keys, scroll through the
group dial entries and press OK to select the required
group ID.

This can be repeated if multiple deletions are required. The
selected row(s) will be marked with an “*”,
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6. Press Return to finish selecting and return to the previous
screen. The LCD display will confirm the quantity of group
entries selected.

7. Press OK to confirm deletion, or press Stop to cancel the
deletions.

Deleting all phone book entries

To delete the entire contents of the phone book:

Connecting to a PBX

Private Branch Exchanges (PBXs) are private telephone systems
used to route calls internally, for example, in a company. When
dialling a telephone number, if a prefix (access) number is
required to open an outside line, the line is connected to a PBX.
If this MFP is going to be connected to a PBX, please make the
following changes to enable it to recognise the prefix digits in the
telephone numbers used to obtain access to the outside line.
After dialling the prefix digits, the MFP will wait until the outside
line is available (secondary dial tone detected) before dialling the
rest of the number.

1. Press the Menu button on the control panel.

2. Using the UP arrow key, navigate to Fax Settings and
press OK.

3. Using the UP arrow key, navigate to Setup Fax and press
OK.

4. Using the UP arrow key, navigate to dial prefix and press

Automatic redial

You can set the fax to automatically redial if the initial fax
transmission fails. The machine will redial on:

> Line busy

> No answer

> Communication error
To set auto-redial:

1. Press the Menu button to prompt the menu settings
screen.

2. Using the UP arrow key, navigate to Fax Settings and
press OK.

3. Using the UP arrow key, navigate to Setup Fax and press

OK.

4. Using the DOWN arrow key, navigate to Re-dial and press

OK.

5. Select the required number of redial attempts (between 0

and 10), then press OK.

6. Using the DOWN arrow key, navigate to Redial Interval

and press OK.

7. Select the required redial interval (between 1 and 6
minutes), then press OK.

8. Press Return to store the new configuration settings and

exit the menu.
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Manual receive

Upon receiving an incoming call, the MFP will ring until you press
the Start button to receive the fax.

To enable the manual receive option:

1. Press the Menu button to prompt the menu settings
screen.

2. Using the UP arrow key, navigate to Fax Settings and
press OK.

3. Using the UP arrow key, navigate to Setup Fax and press
OK.

4. Using the DOWN arrow key, navigate to Manual Receive
and press OK.

5. Press Return to store the new configuration settings and
exit the menu.
Adding a telephone handset

If you want to add a telephone handset to your MFP, connect the
line to the Tel socket (in certain countries it may be necessary to
use a telephone plug adaptor).

NOTE
Loop the telephone line round the ferrite once as shown.
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You will also need to update the telephone settings to set the ring

response:

1. Press the Menu button on the control panel.

2. Using the UP arrow key, navigate to Fax Settings and
press OK.

3. Using the UP arrow key, navigate to Setup Fax then press

Using the UP/DOWN arrows keys, navigate to Ring
Response and press OK.

Select the required response setting and press OK.

Press Return to store the new configuration setting and
exit the menu.

NOTE

Manual receive must also be activated. See "Manual receive”
on page 70.
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PRINT SETTINGS AND SECURITY

Your MFP’s operator panel menus provide access to many
options. The Windows printer driver also contains settings for
many of these items. Where items in the printer driver are the
same as those in the operator panel menus, and you print
documents from Windows, the settings in the Windows printer
driver will override those items in the operator panel menus.

The illustrations in this chapter show Windows XP. Other
Windows versions may appear slightly different, but the
principles are the same.

PCL OR POSTSCRIPT?

Three printer drivers are supplied with your MFP: one for PCL5c
emulation, one for PCL6 emulation, and the other for PostScript 3
emulation. If you print mainly from general “"Office” applications
choose one of the PCL drivers. For faster printing of PDF
documents, choose PostScript. If you print mainly from
professional DTP and graphics applications, choose PostScript.

PRINTING PREFERENCES IN WINDOWS APPLICATIONS

When you choose to print your
document from a Windows
application program a print dialog
box appears. This dialog usually
specifies the name of the machine
on which you will print your
document. Next to the printer
name is a Properties button.

When you click Properties a new
window opens which contains a
short list of the printer settings
available in the driver, which you
can choose for this document.

The window which opens when you click Properties depends on
which printer driver has been installed. The PostScript driver
offers different choices to the PCL driver.
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POSTSCRIPT EMULATION

1. Page orientation sets
portrait (tall) or
landscape (wide) page
orientation. The
“rotated” rotates the
paper through 90
degrees anti-clockwise.

2. When printing double
sided pages (duplex
unit required). You can
flip the paper either on
its long edge or short
edge.

3. Pages can be printed in forward or reverse order. If using
the face down (top) paper stacker, forward order is
usually appropriate to ensure that pages are stacked in
numerical order. If using the face up (rear) paper stacker,
reverse order would normally stack your pages in
numerical order.

4. You can specify how many pages to print on a sheet.
Pages will be scaled to fit the number you choose. If you
choose booklet printing (requires duplex unit) two pages
will automatically be set, and pages will be printed with
the correct pages opposite one another so that folding the
stacked printout produces a booklet.

5. Advanced options are also available, such as how to
download TrueType fonts, and whether advanced options
such as booklet printing are available.

The printer driver contains extensive on-line help for these items
to help you make the most appropriate choices.
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PCL EMULATION

When you click the Properties button from your application’s
Print dialog, the driver window opens to allow you to specify your
printing preferences for this document.

1. Paper size should be the same
as the page size of your
document (unless you wish to
scale the printout to fit
another size), and should also
be the same as the size of
paper you will feed into the
MFP.You can choose the
source of the paper to feed,
which may be Tray 1 (the CE CEmea 7

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STORE TO HARD DISK/JOB SPOOLING
The Hard Disk is an option.

This feature allows print jobs to be created on the PC and stored
on the MFP’s hard disk for printing on demand. This is good for
forms, generic memos, letterhead, stationery, etc.

If you use this feature for standard forms, for example, you can
walk up to the MFP at any time and print off your forms without
having to re-send them from the PC.

The document is not automatically deleted from the MFP’s hard
disk after printing. It remains there for future use until you delete
it from the printer control panel or from your PC with the Storage
Device Manager utility.

NOTE

If this choice does not appear in the driver screens, or if it is
grayed out, check to ensure that the hard disk is enabled in
the printer driver. (See "Adjusting windows printer drivers”
on page 147.)

With its intuitive control panel, this Multi Function Product (MFP)
is designed to be easy to use. After the machine has been
configured, operating is quite straight forward.

NOTE
If PIN restriction has been enabled for any or all of the MFP
functions, you will first have to enter your PIN.

The following sections describe how to make a copy of your
scanned document, how to distribute your document on the
internet, and how to send it via fax.

LOADING DOCUMENT(S) FOR COPYING

This MFP can scan/copy/send/fax document(s) either in the ADF
(Automatic Document Feeder) or on the glass. If you need to
send multiple pages, load your papers in the ADF. The ADF can
hold up to 50 pages at one time.

If you need to scan/copy/send/fax pages from books, newspaper
clippings, or paper with wrinkles or curls, place them on the
glass.

PLACING DOCUMENT(S) IN THE ADF

Before using the ADF, please make sure that your paper meets
the following specifications:

> Document(s) can range in size from 4.5 x 5.5 inches
(114.3 x 139.7mm) to 8.5 x 14 inches (215.9 x
355.6mm).

> Document(s) can range in weight from 16 to 28 Ibs [60 to
105 g/m?2 (0.002" to 0.006" [0.05 to 0.15 mm]).

> Document(s) should be square or rectangular and in good

condition (not fragile or worn).

> Document(s) should be free of curl, wrinkle, tears, wet
ink, or punch holes.

> Document(s) should be free of staples, paper clips, paper
sticky notes.
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Keep the glass clean and without any documents left on it.

NOTE

To transmit irregular types of document(s), place the
document(s) on the glass or make a copy first and then
transmit the copy instead.

If you have multiple pages, fan the pages to avoid paper
jams. The ADF holds up to 50 pages at one time.

Place the document with the text face UP in the ADF and
make sure that the top of each page is fed in first.

Adjust the Paper Guides (1) to center the document in the
ADF.
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PLACING DOCUMENT(S) ON THE GLASS

1. Open the document cover.

2. Place your document with the text face DOWN on the
glass and align it to the upper-left corner.

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TONER CARTRIDGE REPLACEMENT

To avoid toner wastage and possible toner sensor
errors, do not change the toner cartridge(s) until
“TONER EMPTY"” is displayed.

The toner used in this machine is a very fine dry powder. It is
contained in four cartridges: one each for cyan, magenta, yellow
and black.

Have a sheet of paper handy so that you have somewhere to
place the used cartridge while you install the new one.

Dispose of the old cartridge responsibly, inside the pack that the
new one came in. Follow any regulations, recommendations, etc.,
which may be in force concerning waste recycling.

If you do spill any toner powder, lightly brush it off. If this is not
enough, use a cool, damp cloth to remove any residue.

Do not use hot water, and never use solvents of any kind. They
will make stains permanent.

If you inhale any toner or get it in your eyes, drink a
little water or bathe your eyes liberally in cold water.
Seek medical attention immediately.

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(a)  Pull the colored toner release lever (1) on the
cartridge to be replaced fully towards the front of the
MFP.

Lift the right-hand end of the cartridge and then draw the
cartridge to the right to release the left-hand end as
shown, and withdraw the toner cartridge out of the MFP.

Put the cartridge down gently onto a piece of paper to
prevent toner from marking your furniture.

The green image drum surface is very delicate and
light sensitive. Do not touch it and do not expose it to
normal room light for more than 5 minutes. If the
toner cartridges need to be out of the MFP for longer
than this, please lower the top cover. Never expose
the drum to direct sunlight or very bright room
lighting.

Remove the new cartridge from its box but leave its
wrapping material in place for the moment.

Gently shake the new cartridge from end to end several
times to loosen and distribute the toner evenly inside the
cartridge.
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8. Remove the wrapping material and peel off the adhesive
tape from the underside of the cartridge.

9. Holding the cartridge by its top center with the colored
lever to the right, lower it into the printer over the image
drum unit from which the old cartridge was removed.

10. Insert the left end of the cartridge into the top of the
image drum unit first, pushing it against the spring on the
drum unit, then lower the right end of the cartridge down
onto the image drum unit.

11. Pressing gently down on the cartridge to ensure that it is
firmly seated, push the colored lever (1) towards the rear
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of the MFP. This will lock the cartridge into place and

release toner into the image drum unit.

Close the top cover and press down firmly at both sides so

that the cover latches closed.

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IMAGE DRUM REPLACEMENT

‘\ Static sensitive devices, handle with care.

The MFP contains four image drums: cyan, magenta, yellow and
black.

1. Gently raise the scanner.
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2. Press the cover release (a) and open the MFP’s top cover
(b) fully.

If the MFP has been powered on, the fuser will be hot.
This area is clearly labelled. Do not touch.

3. Note the positions of the four cartridges.
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1. Cyan cartridge 2. Magenta cartridge
3. Yellow cartridge 4. Black cartridge
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4. Holding it by its top center, lift the image drum, complete
with its toner cartridge, up and out of the MFP.

5. Put the cartridge down gently onto a piece of paper to
prevent toner from marking your furniture and to avoid
damaging the green drum surface.

The green image drum surface at the base of the
cartridge is very delicate and light sensitive. Do not
touch it and do not expose it to normal room light for
more than 5 minutes.

With the colored toner release lever (1) to the right, pull
the lever towards you. This will release the bond between
the toner cartridge and the image drum cartridge.
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Lift the right-hand end of the cartridge and then draw the
cartridge to the right to release the left-hand end as
shown, and withdraw the toner cartridge out of the image
drum cartridge. Place the cartridge on a piece of paper to
avoid marking your furniture.

Take the new image drum cartridge out of its packaging
and place it on the piece of paper where the old cartridge
was placed. Keep it the same way round as the old unit.
Pack the old cartridge inside the packaging material for
disposal.

Place the toner cartridge onto the new image drum
cartridge as shown. Push the left end in first, and then
lower the right end in. (It is not necessary to fit a new
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toner cartridge at this time unless the remaining toner
level is very low.)

10. Push the colored release lever (1) away from you to lock
the toner cartridge onto the new image drum unit and
release toner into it.
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11. Holding the complete assembly by its top center, lower it

into place in the MFP, locating the pegs at each end into
their slots in the sides of the MFP cavity.
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12. Close the top cover and press down firmly at both sides so
that the cover latches closed.

13. Gently lower the scanner.

NOTE

If you need to return or transport this product for any reason,
please make sure you remove the image drum unit
beforehand and place in the bag provided. This is to avoid
toner spillage.
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TRANSFER BELT REPLACEMENT
The belt unit is located under the four image drums. This unit
requires replacement approximately every 60,000 pages.

Switch off the MFP and allow the fuser to cool for about
10 minutes before opening the cover.

1. Gently raise the scanner.

2. Press the cover release (a) and open the MFP’s top cover
(b) fully.

If the MFP has been powered on, the fuser will be hot.
This area is clearly labelled. Do not touch.

3. Note the positions of the four cartridges. It is essential
that they go back in the same order.

3. Yellow cartridge 4. Black cartridge
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4. Lift each of the image drum units out of the MFP and place
them in a safe place away from direct sources of heat and
light.

CAUTION!

The green image drum surface at the base of each
cartridge is very delicate and light sensitive. Do not
touch it and do not expose it to normal room light for
more than 5 minutes. If the drum unit needs to be out
of the MFP for longer than this, please wrap the
cartridge inside a black plastic bag to keep it away
from light. Never expose the drum to direct sunlight
or very bright room lighting.

Locate the two fasteners (5) at each side of the belt and
the lifting bar (6) at the front end.

Turn the two fasteners 90° to the left. This will release the
belt from the MFP chassis.

Lower the new belt unit into place, with the lifting bar at
the front and the drive gear towards the rear of the MFP.
Locate the drive gear into the gear inside the printer by
the rear left corner of the unit, and lower the belt unit flat
inside the MFP.

Turn the two fasteners (5) 90° to the right until they lock.
This will secure the belt unit in place.

Replace the four image drums, complete with their toner
cartridges, into the printer in the same sequence as they
came out: cyan (nearest the rear), magenta, yellow and
black (nearest the front).

Close the top cover and press down firmly at both sides so
that the cover latches closed.
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Gently lower the scanner.

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FUSER REPLACEMENT

The fuser is located inside the MFP just behind the four image
drum units.

If the MFP has recently been powered on, some fuser
components will be very hot. Handle the fuser with
extreme care, holding it only by its handle, which will
only be mildly warm to the touch. A warning label
clearly indicates the area.

Switch off the MFP and allow the fuser to cool for about
10 minutes before opening the cover.

1. Gently raise the scanner.
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2. Press the cover release (a) and open the MFP’s top cover
(b) fully.

3. Identify the fuser handle (1) on the top of the fuser unit.

Pull the two fuser retaining levers (2) towards the front of
the printer so that they are fully upright.
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5. Holding the fuser by its handle (1), lift the fuser straight

up and out of the MFP. If the fuser is still warm, place it on
a flat surface which will not be damaged by heat.
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Remove the new fuser from its packaging and remove the
transit material.

Holding the new fuser by its handle, make sure that it is
the correct way round. The retaining levers (2) should be
fully upright, and the two locating lugs (3) should be
towards you.

Lower the fuser into the MFP, locating the two lugs (3) into
their slots in the metal partition which separates the fuser
area from the image drums.

Push the two retaining levers (2) towards the rear of the
MFP to lock the fuser in place.
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Close the top cover and press down firmly at both sides so

that the cover latches closed.

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CLEAN THE ADF

From time to time the pad assembly and feed rollers may become
contaminated with ink, toner particles or paper dust. In this case
the scan module may not feed documents smoothly. If this
occurs, follow the cleaning procedure below.

1. Moisten a cotton swab with isopropyl alcohol (95%).

2. Carefully pull open the ADF front cover.

3. Wipe the feed roller (1) by moving the swab from side to
side.
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4. Rotate the roller forward with your finger and repeat step
3 until the roller is clean. Be careful not to snag or

damage the springs near the pad (2).

5. Wipe the pad (2) from top to bottom, being careful not to
hook the springs.

6. Close the ADF front cover.
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CLEAN THE DOCUMENT GLASS

The document glass needs to be cleaned occasionally to ensure
optimum image quality and performance.

Clean the glass as follows.

1. Open the document cover (1).

Moisten a soft, clean cloth with isopropyl alcohol (95%).

Gently wipe the document glass (2) and the white sheet
(3) on the under side of the document cover to remove
dust or any toner particles.

4. Close the document cover (1).

CLEAN THE LED HEAD

Clean the LED head when printing does not come out clearly, has
white lines or when text is blurred.

There is no need to switch the MFP off to clean the lens.

1. Gently raise the scanner.

2. Press the cover release (a) and open the MFP’s top cover
(b) fully.
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3. Gently wipe the LED head surface with LED lens cleaner or
soft tissue.

Do not use methyl alcohol or other solvents on the
LED head as damage to the lens surface will occur.

4. Close the top cover and press down firmly at both sides so
that the cover latches closed.

5. Gently lower the scanner.

DUPLEX UNIT

The duplex unit adds the function of two-sided printing, using
less paper and making large documents easier to handle. It also
enables booklet printing, which uses even less paper and makes
large documents even easier to handle.

The duplex unit slides straight into the rear of the MFP and
requires no tools to install.

1.

Unpack the new unit and remove any transit material from
it.

Switch the MFP off. It is not necessary to disconnect the
AC power cable.

Ensure that the unit is the right way up, as shown, and
push it into the slot behind the rear panel. The panel will
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swing inwards as you push the unit into it. Push the unit
all the way in until it stops and latches home.

4. Switch the MFP on and wait for it to warm up (about
1 minute).

5. Print a menu map as follows:

(a) Press Menu (1) on the scanner control panel.

(b) Using the UP/DOWN arrow keys (2), navigate to
the Report Print menu and press OK (3) once for the
menu map.

(c) Press OK (3) again to print the menu map.

(d) When the menu map is printed, press Return (4) to
exit the menu system.

6. Examine the first page of the menu map.

Near the top of the page, between the two horizontal lines,
you will see the current MFP configuration. This list should
indicate that the duplex unit is now installed.
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All that remains is to adjust the Windows printer driver to
make full use of the new features. See “"Adjusting windows
printer drivers” on page 147.

MEMORY UPGRADE

This section explains how to install additional RAM memory into
your MFP as a memory upgrade.

The model comes equipped with 256MB of main memory.This can
be upgraded with an additional memory board containing 512MB,
giving a total memory capacity of 768MB maximum.

1. Switch the MFP off and disconnect the AC power cable.

2. Pull open the access panel on the side of the machine.

3. Carefully remove the new memory board from its
wrapping. Try to handle the board only by its short edges,
avoiding contact with any metal parts as far as possible.
In particular, avoid touching the edge connector.

4. Notice that the memory board has a small cutout in the
edge connector, which is closer to one end than the other.

5. Identify the RAM expansion slot (1) in the machine.
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Hold the new memory board by its short edges, so that
the edge connector faces in towards the RAM expansion
slot, and the small cutout is closer to the bottom of the
machine.

Gently push the board into the RAM expansion slot until it
latches in and will not go any further.

Close the access panel, pressing firmly at top to latch it
closed.

Reconnect the AC power cable and switch the MFP on.
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10. When the MFP is ready, print a menu map as follows:

(a) Press Menu (1) on the scanner control panel.

(b) Using the UP/DOWN arrow keys (2), navigate to
the Report Print menu and press OK (3) once for the
menu map.

(c) Press OK (3) again to print the menu map.

(d) When the menu map is printed, press Return (4) to
exit the menu system.

11. Examine the first page of the menu map.

Near the top of the page, between the two horizontal lines,
you will see the current MFP configuration. This list
contains the figure for total memory size.

This should indicate the total memory now installed, which
should be the size of memory board you have installed plus
256MB.

HARD DISK DRIVE

The optional 40GB internal hard disk drive (HDD) enables
collating of printed pages and can be used to store overlays and
macros, fonts, and secure or proof documents waiting to be
printed.

1. Switch the MFP off and disconnect the AC power cable.
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2. Pull open the access panel on the side of the machine.

3. Locate the clip (1) on the top of the disk unit into the slot
(2) in the printer.

4. Plug the end of the connecting cable (3) into the disk unit
connector (4) in the printer.

5. Tighten the two thumbscrews (5).
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6. Close the access panel, pressing firmly at the top to latch

it closed.
7. Reconnect the AC power cable and switch the MFP on.
8. When the MFP is ready, print a menu map as follows:

(a) Press Menu (1) on the scanner control panel.

(b) Using the UP/DOWN arrow keys (2), navigate to
the Report Print menu and press OK (3) once for the
menu map.

(c) Press OK (3) again to print the menu map.

(d) When the menu map is printed, press Return (4) to
exit the menu system.

9. Examine the first page of the menu map.
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Near the top of the page, between the two horizontal lines,
you will see the current MFP configuration. This should now
indicate that the hard disk unit is installed.

All that remains is to configure the Windows printer driver so that
it knows the hard disk unit has been fitted, and the additional
features can be made available immediately. See “Adjusting
windows printer drivers” on page 147.

ADDITIONAL PAPER TRAY
1. Switch the MFP off and disconnect the AC power cable.

2. Place additional paper tray on desired location.

3. Observing safety rules for lifting and, using locating
guides, place MFP on top of the additional paper tray.

4. Locate securing clip, press down and lock into position.

5. Re-connect the AC power cable and switch the MFP ON.

NOTE

If you need to transport this product, make sure you unlock
the securing clip and remove the additional paper tray
beforehand.
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STORAGE CABINET

Refer to manufacturers instructions.

ADJUSTING WINDOWS PRINTER DRIVERS

Once your new upgrade has been installed, you may need to
update the Windows printer driver so that the additional features
are available to your Windows applications.

Remember that if your MFP is shared between users on different
computers, the driver must be adjusted on each user’s machine.

The illustrations shown here are for Windows XP. Other Windows
versions may appear slightly different, but the principles are the
same.

PCL DRIVER

If you have installed a memory upgrade it is not necessary to
change the PCL printer driver, and you can ignore this section.

If you have installed a duplex unit or hard disk, proceed as
follows:

1. Open the Printers window
(called “Printers and Faxes” in
Windows XP) via the Start Menu
or from the Windows Control
Panel.

2. Right-click the printer icon for
this printer, and choose
Properties from the pop-up
menu.

3. On the Device Options tab,
check the box for the upgrade
you have just installed.

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TROUBLESHOOTING

CLEARING PAPER JAMS

Provided that you follow the recommendations in this guide on
use of print media, and you keep the media in good condition
prior to use, your MFP should give years of reliable service.
However, paper jams occasionally do occur, and this section
explains how to clear them quickly and simply.

Jams can occur due to paper misfeeding from a paper tray or at
any point on the paper path through the MFP. When a jam occurs,
the printer immediately stops, and the Alert LED on the status
panel informs you of the event. If printing multiple pages (or
copies), do not assume that, having cleared an obvious sheet,
others will not also be stopped somewhere along the path. These
must also be removed in order to clear the jam fully and restore
normal operation.

Jams IN THE ADF

In the event of a paper jam, follow the procedures below to
remove the paper:

1. If a sheet is well advanced
out of the ADF, simply grip
it and pull gently to draw it
fully out.

NOTE

If it does not remove
easily, do not use
excessive force.

2. Gently open the ADF front
cover to the left.

3. Carefully pull the paper out
of the ADF unit.

4. Close the ADF front cover.
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JAMS IN THE PRINTER

1. If a sheet is well advanced out of the top of the printer,
simply grip it and pull gently to draw it fully out. If it does
not remove easily, do not use excessive force. It can be
removed from the rear later.

2. Raise the scanner gently.

il

3. Press the cover release (a) and open the MFP’s top cover
(b) fully.
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If the MFP has been powered on, the fuser will be hot.
This area is clearly labelled. Do not touch.

4. Note the positions of the four cartridges.
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1. Cyan cartridge 2. Magenta cartridge
3. Yellow cartridge 4. Black cartridge

It will be necessary to remove the four image drums to
gain access to the paper path.
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5. Holding it by its top center, lift the cyan image drum,
complete with its toner cartridge, up and out of the
printer.
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6. Put the cartridge down gently onto a piece of paper to
prevent toner from marking your furniture and to avoid
damaging the green drum surface.

The green image drum surface at the base of the
cartridge is very delicate and light sensitive. Do not
touch it and do not expose it to normal room light for
more than 5 minutes.

7. Repeat this removal procedure for each of the remaining
image drum units.
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8. Look into the MFP to check whether any sheets of paper
are visible on any part of the belt unit.

i
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(a) Toremove a sheet with its leading edge at the front

of the belt (1), carefully lift the sheet from the belt

and pull it forwards into the internal drum cavity and
withdraw the sheet.

Do not use any sharp or abrasive objects to separate
sheets from the belt. This may damage the belt
surface.

(b) To remove a sheet from the central area of the
belt (2), carefully separate the sheet from the belt
surface and withdraw the sheet.

(c) To remove a sheet just entering the fuser (3),
separate the trailing edge of the sheet from the belt,
push the fuser pressure release lever (4) towards
the front and down to release the fuser’s grip on the
sheet, and withdraw the sheet through the drum
cavity area. Then allow the pressure release lever to
rise again.

NOTE

If the sheet is well advanced into the fuser (only a short
length is still visible), do not attempt to pull it back. Follow the
next step to remove it from the rear of the MFP.
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9. Starting with the cyan image drum unit nearest the fuser,
replace the four image drums into the drum cavity,
making sure to locate them in the correct order.
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1. Cyan cartridge 2. Magenta cartridge
3. Yellow cartridge 4. Black cartridge

Holding the complete assembly by its top center, lower it
into place in the MFP, locating the pegs at each end into
their slots in the sides of the MFP cavity.

10. Lower the top cover but do not press down to latch it
closed yet. This will protect the drums from excessive
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exposure to room lighting while you check the remaining
areas for jammed sheets.

11. Open the rear exit tray (5) and check for a sheet of paper
in the rear path area (6).

Pull out any sheets found in this area.

If the sheet is low down in this area and difficult to remove,
it is probably still gripped by the fuser. In this case raise

the top cover, reach around and press down on the fuser
pressure release lever (7).
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12. If you are not using the rear exit tray, close it once paper
has been removed from this area.
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13.

14.

If your MFP has a duplex unit installed, press the cover
release at the center of the unit, open the cover and
remove any sheets in this area, then close the cover.
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15. Check inside the cover for sheets in this area and remove
any that you find, then close the cover.

16. Pull out the paper tray and ensure that all paper is stacked
properly, is undamaged, and that the paper guides are
properly positioned against the edges of the paper stack.
When satisfied, replace the tray.

17. Close the top cover and press down firmly at both sides so
that the cover latches closed.
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Gently lower the scanner.

18.

When the jam has been cleared, if Jam Recovery is set to ON in

the System Configuration Menu, the MFP will attempt to reprint

any pages lost due to paper jams.
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FAX PROBLEM CHECKLIST

If a problem occurs, read through the list of problems and
solutions before calling for service.

THE MFP WILL NOT DIAL A TELEPHONE NUMBER

Check the power cable and wall outlet. Make sure that the
telephone line (not external telephone or handset) is connected
to the LINE socket on the back of the machine. If an external
telephone is installed, lift the handset and check for a dial tone.
If there is no dial tone, there may be a problem with the
telephone line. If there is a dial tone, the MFP may be using the
wrong dialling method (pulse or tone) for the region. If
alternating tones are heard instead of dialling pulses and the
region uses pulse dialling, change the call parameters (See
“Initial set up” on page 64.).

THE DISPLAY SHOWS A COMMUNICATIONS ERROR
This indicates any of a number of problems:

> The MFP may be incompatible with the remote machine,
or the remote machine may not be able to perform the
function requested of it such as polling or confidential
faxing.

> The remote machine may also be out of paper or
experiencing a paper jam.

> Bad telephone line conditions can also cause
communication errors. Try sending the fax again and
check to make sure that the correct telephone number is
being dialled.

> If a prefix number must be dialled to get an outside line,
or if the call is to an international destination, a pause
may need to be entered (use the Pause key) after the dial
prefix or international dialling code to tell the machine to
wait for a dial tone. If there are frequent problems
communicating with a particular remote machine, try
programming the telephone number into a speed dial key,
and then change the parameters for that key (See
“Advanced set up” on page 65.).
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> Lastly, either the local or remote machine may require
servicing. Try sending a fax to another location to check
the local MFP.

FAXING IS POSSIBLE BUT THE IMAGE OF THE DOCUMENT PRINTED BY
THE REMOTE MACHINE IS VERY POOR.

If the faxed document has small type, complex illustrations,
photos, or is very light or very dark, try changing the fax quality
and density settings (See “Advanced operation” on page 94.).
Copy the document on the machine to determine how it will
transmit. The problem may be caused by telephone line
interference. Try sending the document again later.

FAX SENT BUT RECEIVED MESSAGE WAS COMPLETELY BLANK

Make sure that the document is loaded correctly before faxing;
with text face UP in the ADF or face DOWN on the glass.

IMAGE OF RECEIVED FAX IS VERY POOR

Try making a copy of a document on the local machine to make
sure it is working properly. If there is still a problem, contact the
person sending the fax and ask them to change their fax quality
and density settings. Ask the person to make a copy of the
document on their machine to ensure that it is working properly.
Then ask them to send the fax again.

DIALING WAS TRIED WITH A SPEED DIAL NUMBER BUT NOTHING
HAPPENED

Make sure that the Speed Dial number being used is programmed
correctly.

LocAL MFP WILL NOT ANSWER THE TELEPHONE OR RECEIVE FAXES

First check to see that the power cord is connected properly. Also
check the reception mode setting of the machine. This MFP will
not receive faxes automatically if the manual receive mode is
enabled (See “Manual receive” on page 70.).

DOCUMENTS RECEIVED ARE LIGHT OR HAVE VERTICAL STREAKS ON
THEM, AND MFP IS NOT OUT OF TONER

Gently wipe the lens surface of the MFP's LED array, and then
check to see if the machine is working properly (See “Clean the
LED head” on page 137.). If the MFP still does not work properly,
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remove the image drum (See “Image drum replacement” on
page 120.), tap the toner cartridge, and slowly swing it 20 to 30
degrees vertically several times. Be careful not to let the toner
leak from the cartridge. If this does not work, the image drum
unit may need to be replaced. Contact your supplier to get a
replacement.

MFP 1S SET FOR DELAYED TRANSMISSION BUT IT DID NOT SEND

Check the display to make sure that the MFP is set to the correct
time and date (See “Initial set up” on page 64.).

MFP WILL NOT POLL A REMOTE MACHINE

Call the person at the remote machine and make sure that they
have loaded documents and that their machine is set to polling
transmission mode.

MFP 1S CONNECTED TO A PBX BUT IT IS NOT POSSIBLE TO DIAL OUT

Be certain that the dial prefix is entered before the telephone
number for each number dialled or programmed into the MFP
(See “Connecting to a PBX” on page 68.).

MFP ALWAYS ANSWERS BEFORE ITS POSSIBLE TO USE THE EXTERNAL
TELEPHONE

If an external telephone is connected, change the MFP’s ring
response setting (See “"Advanced set up” on page 65.).

FAXES RECEIVED SOMETIMES LOOK DISTORTED

If the document received is wider or longer than the paper loaded
in the paper tray, the machine automatically reduces the width

or length of the document so that it will fit on the paper. This type
of problem could also be communication related.
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LCD MESSAGE LIST

NOTE

A GUIDE TO PRINTING

This Chapter provides a convenient on-screen reference to the
many features of the driver software supplied with your MFP.

How TO ACCESS THE DRIVER SCREENS

Most of the features described are accessed via the printer driver
screens. How you access them depends on your computer and its
operating system.

The driver windows are tabbed dialog boxes, offering a wide
range choices about how you want to print your documents.

There are two ways to access the driver features from within
Windows:

1.

Directly from the Windows “Printers” folder (“Printers and
Faxes” folder in Windows XP).

If you choose this method any changes you make will
become the driver defaults. This means they will remain
active for all your applications unless you specifically
change them from within the application’s Print dialog.

From your application’s Print dialog.

If you choose this method any changes you make will
usually only last for as long as the particular application is
running, or until you change them again. In most cases,
once you quit the application the driver defaults will return.

NOTES

1. Settings made from the MFP’s own control panel are the
printer defaults. They determine how your MFP will
behave unless you specify otherwise from your
computer.

2. The driver defaults override the MFP defaults.

3. Application Print settings override both the MFP
defaults and the driver defaults.

Click [Start] — [Printers and Faxes] to open the Printers
and Faxes window.
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2. In the Printers and Faxes window, right-click on the
appropriate printer driver icon, and choose [Printing
Preferences] from the context menu.

1. In your application, open the file you want to print.
2. On the [File] menu, choose [Print...].
3. In the application’s Print dialog, make sure the machine

shown is the appropriate one, and click [Properties].
PCL SAVED DRIVER SETTINGS

This feature, unique to the Windows PCL drivers, allows you to
save the printer driver settings and reuse them later. This could
be useful if you frequently print many different types of
document that require different printer driver settings.

Recalling saved settings in the PCL drivers is a simple task that
must be done first, before any job-specific changes are made.
Rather than repeat the procedure throughout this manual, it is
described here.

SAVING A SET OF DRIVER SETTINGS

1. Make any changes to the driver settings you want, as
described in the relevant section of this manual.
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2. In the driver’s [Setup] tab, click [Save...].

RECALLING SAVED DRIVER SETTINGS

1. In the driver’s [Setup] tab, choose any previously saved
[driver settings] you need.

2. Proceed to make any other adjustments for this job, as
described in the relevant section in this manual.

SETTING THE DRIVER DEVICE OPTIONS

This section explains how to ensure that your printer driver can
utilize all of the hardware features installed in your MFP.

Accessories such as hard disk, duplex unit (two sided printing),
additional paper trays, etc., will only be usable if the printer
driver on your computer knows they are there.

In some cases the hardware configuration of your MFP is
automatically detected when the driver is installed. However, it is
advisable to at least check whether all of the available hardware
features are listed in the driver.

This procedure is essential if you subsequently add extra
hardware features to your MFP after the drivers have been
installed and set up.
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Access the driver’s [Properties] window. (See “Changing
the driver defaults” on page 182.)

Select the [Device Options] tab.

In the Windows XP PostScript driver the tab may be called
“Device Settings”.

Set the options for any devices you have installed,
including the correct number of paper trays, high capacity
feeder, duplex unit, etc.

Click [OK] to close the window and save your changes.
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BLACKS AND GRAYS (BLACK OVERPRINT)
Black overprint eliminates the white edge between the printed
fonts and the colored background.

Black overprint can only be used when printing 100 percent black
text over a background color.

Black Overprint may not be available with some software
applications.

NOTES
1. The Black Overprint feature is not included in the
Windows PCL 6 driver.

2. When the background color is very dark, the toner may
not fuse correctly. Change the background to a lighter
color.

Most applications do not have these color management
features and rely instead on the MFP or operating system.

When you print your document and modify settings in the
printer driver, the MFP performs color adjustments.

NOTES
1. Only use one color management system if you want the
best results from your MFP.

2. If you wish to use your MFP’s color management system,
ensure that your application or operating system color
management is switched off.

3. Applying color management in multiple places will give
unpredictable results.

This is a simpler color management system designed for
ease of use. Office Color is recommended for users who
are not experts in color but want good results when
printing from programs such as Microsoft Office.

> Graphic Pro (3b) - “Graphic pro” on page 199

This is a powerful color management system based on ICC
color profiles.

Profiles can be down loaded to the MFP hard disk using a
special utility, and then color matching can be applied to all
incoming print jobs.

The Graphic Pro color management system is
recommended for users who are already familiar with ICC
profile-based color matching and require more control over
color.

ABouT RGB AND CMYK cOLOR

Some application programs give you the choice to create and edit
documents using either RGB color or CMYK color. Typically, only
professional graphics and desktop publishing software support
CMYK color. Most application programs only support RGB color,
for example Microsoft Office programs or web browsers.

If your application program does not give you the choice of RGB
or CMYK color, you should assume that it only supports RGB.

The RGB color model is based on the three primary colors of light;
Red, Green and Blue. This model is used by scanners, digital
cameras and computer monitors.

The CMYK color model is based on , Magenta, and
Black printer inks or toners.

ABOUT THE PRINTER DRIVERS

Depending on your operating system, you may have the choice
of different drivers to use with your MFP. You may wish to select
a printer driver based on whether it supports CMYK data.

If you are printing CMYK data, the Graphic Pro options
provide more power and flexibility.
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OFFICE COLOR - RGB OPTIONS

Office Color provides a collection of several different color
matching presets for RGB data.

These presets each change the color of your print in a slightly
different way.

These RGB color matching options are available in all printer
drivers.

PRESET EXPLANATION

Monitor (6500K) - The best color match preset will be selected based on
Auto the type of document.

6500K - Perceptual will be selected if printing
photographs. 6500K - Vivid will be selected if printing
graphics and text.

Monitor (6500K) - Optimized for printing photographs. Colors are printed
Perceptual with emphasis on saturation.

Monitor (6500K) - Optimized for printing photographs and for office
Vivid graphics. The MFP uses even more saturation than the

Monitor (6500k) Perceptual setting.

Monitor (9300K) Colors are printed with emphasis on Lightness.

Use this setting if you are having problems achieving
the correct color when printing from Microsoft Office
applications.

Digital Camera Optimized for printing photos taken with a digital
camera. Your results will vary depending on the
subject and the conditions under which the
photograph was taken.

sRGB The MFP will try to reproduce the sRGB color space.
This may be useful if color matching from an sRGB
input device such as a scanner or digital camera.

This information applies to the Windows PCL 5¢, PCL 6 and
PostScript drivers.

CusTOMISING RGB OFFICE COLOR
WITH THE COLOR CORRECT UTILITY

If the Office Color presets are not sufficient for your needs, the
Color Correct utility provides a means of further adjustment. The

Color Correct utility provides two methods for adjusting the Office
Color settings:

1. You can adjust the overall appearance of the print by
modifying Hue, Saturation and Gamma.

2. You can adjust the specific palette colors used in Microsoft
Office applications. These adjustments only affect one
specific palette color at a time.
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GRAPHIC PRO

This section describes the color matching options available for
Graphic Pro.

The Graphic Pro color matching system is based around ICC
profiles. These profiles are down loaded to the MFP using the
Profile Assistant utility and then selected in the printer driver.
When a job is sent to the MFP, the ICC profiles are applied to the
print job on the MFP.

NOTES

1. Some features of Graphic Pro color matching can only be
used if your MFP is fitted with a hard disk. The MFP hard
disk is required if you wish to download and use your own
ICC profiles to the MFP.

2. The MFP’s internal hard disk is an optional accessory.

3. If your MFP does not have a hard disk fitted, you will only
be able to select the factory default profiles that are
built-in to the MFP.

WHAT CAN YOU DO WITH GRAPHIC PRO COLOR MATCHING?

The Graphic Pro color matching system is both powerful and
flexible. Here are some examples of how the Graphic Pro color
matching system can be used:

Matching mfp color to an RGB input device

By using the ICC profiles of a scanner, digital camera or monitor,
the MFP’s color can be matched to the input device.

Printer simulation

Your MFP can be used to simulate the color output of another
printer, even when printing RGB documents. For best results, use
CMYK documents when simulating the color output of other
printers.

CMYK ink simulation

Your MFP can be used to simulate the color output of a
commercial printing press (SWOP, Euroscale or Japan Color
inks).
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More accurate mfp color

If you have created your own profiles with third-party ICC profile
creation software, these can be download to the MFP and used
when printing.

TyPES OF ICC PROFILE SUPPORTED

There are four classes of ICC profile supported by the Graphic Pro
color matching system:

PROFILE DESCRIPTION

TYPES

RGB Source These profiles describe the device that was used to capture
(RGB Input) RGB data (e.g. scanner or digital camera).

The RGB Input Profile may also be your monitor profile if
you are trying to match to your screen.

CMYK These profiles describe the CMYK device whose colors you
Simulation are trying to simulate. Typically this would be another
(CMYK input) manufacturer's printer or an offset printing press.

Profiles are already built-in to the MFP for commercial
printing press inks such as SWOP or Euroscale.

Printer This profile describes the color characteristics of your own

(CMYK Output) | MFP.
The MFP already has factory default profiles built-in, but
you can replace these profiles with your own if required.

Link Profile This is a special type of ICC profile that converts directly
from CMYK to CMYK.

For example, a link profile could convert directly from the
CMYK space of another printer to the CMYK space of your
MFP.

GRAPHIC PRO WORKFLOW — OVERVIEW

There are three steps to using the Graphic Pro color matching
system:

1. Gather or create ICC profiles (see below)
2. Download ICC profiles to the MFP hard disk (page 201)

3. Select the ICC profiles in the printer driver when printing
(page 202)
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STEP 1 - GATHER OR CREATE THE ICC PROFILES

Where can I get the profiles I need?

PROFILE WHERE TO GET PROFILES

TYPE

RGB Source Obtain your RGB source profiles from your scanner, camera
(RGB Input) or monitor manufacturer.

CMYK Obtain the simulation profile from the manufacturer of the
Simulation printer you wish to simulate.

(CMYK input)

Printer The factory default profiles for your MFP are built-in. If you
CMYK Output need greater accuracy, you should create your own MFP
( utput) profile using third-party ICC profile creation software.

Link Profile You can create Link profiles using third-party ICC profile
creation software.

Note that not all ICC profile creation software can create
Link profiles.

STEP 2 - DOWN LOADING ICC PROFILES TO THE HARD DISK

The internal hard disk must be installed in the printer.

You can download profiles to the MFP hard disk using the Profile
Assistant utility.

1. Launch Profile Assistant
2. Select an MFP

If this is the first time you have used Profile Assistant, you
should allow the utility to search for compatible machines.

Select the connection type “Network (TCP/IP)”, and click
Start to begin searching.

If you know the MFP’s IP address, you can enter it
manually.

3. The main screen of Profile Assistant displays the profiles
resident on the selected MFP’s hard disk. To download a
new profile to the MFP:

(a) Click Add.

(b) Select an ICC profile from your computer's hard
disk.
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(c) Once you have selected a profile, you can add it to
the MFP as one of the 4 profile types - RGB Source,
CMYK Simulation, Printer or Linked.

(d) The options available will depend on which ICC
profile you have selected. For example, if you have
selected a CMYK profile, you may only be able to add
this to the printer as a CMYK Simulation or Printer
output profile.

(e) Select a number from 1 to 12. This humber is used
to identify the profile in the printer driver.

1. Be aware that if the device you are trying to simulate has
different color capabilities from your own MFP, exact
color simulation will not be possible. For example, it may
be difficult to reproduce the exact colors of an ink jet
printer on a toner-based printer.

2. Additionally, differences in the range of printable colors
between different devices can make simulation using
RGB source data inaccurate. To achieve best results
when simulating the color output of other printers, you
are strongly advised to use CMYK data as a source. See
"CMYK ink simulations - CMYK source data” on page 207.
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To simulate the output of another printer, you need to download
at least 2 profiles to your MFP using Profile Assistant:

> RGB Source Profile
> Simulation Target Profile
> Printer Output Profile (optional)

Once the profile(s) have been down loaded, make the
appropriate selections in the printer driver, as described below.

1. On the printer driver [Color] tab, select [Graphic Pro] (1)
and click [Options].

Remember that the names "CMYK Source 1", "CMYK
Source 2” and so on relate to the number assigned to the
profile using Profile Assistant. See “Step 2 - Down loading
ICC profiles to the hard disk” on page 201.

Use the [Preserve Black] option to keep the original gray
component (K channel) information. If [Preserve Black] is
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disabled, the gray components may be printed using a
mixture of CMYK toner, instead of just K (black) toner.

4. Select a Printer Output Profile (4).

If [Auto] is selected, the factory default profiles that are
embedded in the MFP will be used. If you have created a
profile yourself using profile creation software, select it
here.

If you have selected a profile other than [Auto], select the
[Rendering Intent] (5). (See “Rendering intents” on
page 210.)

RENDERING INTENTS

When selecting the Printer Output Profile, if you select any other
profile apart from [Auto], you can select the Rendering Intent.
The rendering intents are essentially a set of rules that determine
how colors that fall outside of the printable colors are treated.

Select the rendering intent that best suits the document you are
printing.

PERCEPTUAL

This option is recommended for printing photographs.

Typically, perceptual rendering desaturates all the colors when
printing. This brings unprintable colors into the printer’s range,
while keeping the relationships between the colors the same.

SATURATION

This option is recommended for printing business graphics if you
want vivid colors. This will not necessarily produce accurate
color, as the emphasis is on maintaining saturation.

RELATIVE COLORIMETRIC

This option is best for printing solid colors and tints. Use Relative
Colorimetric when printing from a drawing program such as
Adobe Illustrator, or Macromedia Freehand.

ABSOLUTE COLORIMETRIC

This option is recommended if you are proofing images on your
MFP that are intended for final output on a printing press. This
may result in a visible color cast on your print as it will also try to
simulate the paper white of the target device.
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PURE BLACK TEXT / GRAPHICS

When your document is printed, often the pure black colors will
not be printed using 100% black toner. Instead, these pure black
colors are sometimes converted and printed using a mixture of
CMYK toner.

Using the Pure Black Text / Graphics feature ensures that 100%
black text or graphics in your document is printed using pure
black toner.

This means that the following colors in your documents will be
printed using only 100% black toner:

RGBRed = 0, Green = 0, Blue = 0

CMYKCyan = 0%, Yellow = 0%, Magenta = 0%,
Black = 100%

COLOR MATCH PRECISION

When the MFP performs color matching, it must do many
calculations to convert between different color formats (RGB,
CMYK, etc.). These calculations can take time to process.

The [Color Match Precision] option allows you to choose between
higher quality color matching (more time consuming) or faster
but less accurate color matching.

PRINTER DRIVER SETTINGS FOR ICC PROFILE CREATION OR NO
COLOR MATCHING

If you are creating ICC profiles using third-party software, select
[Disable Color Matching for ICC Profile Creation]. This option
switches off all printer color management and also prevents the
MFP from restricting toner layer thickness.

If you are using your application color matching, select [Use
Application Color Matching]. This option switches off all printer
color management.

1. On the PCL printer driver [Color] tab, select [Graphic Pro]
(1) and click [Options].

2. Select [Disable Color Matching for Profile Creation] (2) if
you are creating an ICC profile using third-party profile
creation software. Select [Use Application Color Matching]
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(3) if you wish to switch off all printer color management
and use your application’s color matching.

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BOOKLET PRINTING (IMPOSITION)

Booklet printing in the Windows drivers printing allows printing of
multi-page documents with their pages ordered and arranged so
that final printed output can be folded into a booklet. Typically,
A4/Legal pages would be reduced to A5/Letter and printed side
by side on both sides of A4/Letter paper, so that the paper can
be folded into a booklet.

Since this feature prints on both sides of the page, it requires a
duplex unit to be installed in the MFP, and additional memory.

NOTES
1. To find out how much memory currently installed, print
out a menu map from the control panel.

2. A few applications do not support booklet printing, but
most do.

When using the PostScript driver, if you plan to print a long
document, more than about 16 pages, consider printing it in
sections of 8 or 16 at a time. This is called the “signature,” and
will avoid having too thick a stack of paper to fold to make your
booklet. Your document will then be printed in a series of
booklets which can be stacked one above the other. This is
usually a neater arrangement.

The above considerations do not matter when using the PCL
driver as the signature can be set within the driver, and a long
document can be printed directly as a series of booklets.

Note that the number of pages in a booklet is always a multiple
of four, since two pages are printed on each side of each sheet of
paper. If your document is not a multiple of four pages long, the
last one, two or three pages in your folded booklet will be blank.

Application collate—Some application programs have a collate
feature in their print options. In this case the application
performs the document collation and may send the job multiple
times to the MFP. Generally, this method is slower but can be
more reliable.

Printer collate—This section describes the collate function built
into the printer driver. In this case the job is stored temporarily
in MFP memory or on the MFP’s hard disk (if installed), and the
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MFP performs collation. This method is normally faster, but may
not work from all applications.

If you experience problems using MFP collate, use the collate
option in your application’s print options instead.

The color separation feature prints each of four primary colors as
separate grayscale images.

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SEPARATING QUEUED PRINT JOBS

When you share an MFP with other users it can be useful to print
a special page between print jobs to help locate each user’s job
in a paper stack at the MFP. In Windows this page is called a
“separator page”.

CUSTOM PAGE SIZE

This feature enables printing on non-standard sized print media.
The multipurpose tray is used for feeding non-standard media
sizes. Print media width can be from approximately 2.9921 to
12.91 inches (76mm to 328mm), and its length can be from 3.54
to 47.24 inches (90mm to 1200mm). Actual limits vary slightly
depending on which printer driver you use and your computer’s
operating system.

Some applications software may not produce the desired results
with non-standard print media sizes, and some experimentation
may be required to obtain the results you want.
